A levels

MPW offers the widest range of A level options of any  
academic institution in the UK, with tuition in over 40 subjects.  
Many students opt to join our 18-month programme in  
January, taught in class sizes of nine and below. Students  
normally take three subjects to A level, with the option of also  
taking the Extended Project Qualification (EPQ).

GCSEs

Students take a wide range of GCSE courses at our  Colleges, 
in small classes with an average of six students  and a 
guaranteed maximum of nine. We offer an outstanding  
programme of pastoral support to our younger students,  
offering the best preparation for further study possible via a  
high degree of personal attention.

Foundation Programmes

NCUK International Foundation Year at MPW Birmingham

Our accelerated NCUK programme offers students from around  
the world the opportunity to progress to first year entry at high  
quality universities. With the NCUK guarantee, you will receive  
at least two conditional offers and will be guaranteed a place at  
University on successful completion of the programme.

MPW offers four pathways (Business, Engineering, Humanities,  
Science) in small classes (maximum 14) with 28 teaching hours a  
week between January and June 2022.

The MPW University Foundation Programme offers a route  
to degree studies at leading universities across the UK,  
and internationally.

Pre-programme

MPW has been running Easter Revision courses for over 30 years. Each year,  
over 1,500 students attend our programme to prepare early for their summer  A 
level and GCSE exams. Revision is tailored for the specific needs of each  student, 
with a strong emphasis on exam techniques and practice on past
papers. Our Easter Revision courses will run from 28th March to 22nd April 2022.

Enrichment and Extracurricular

MPW’s enrichment programmes allow students with a range of interests to  
follow these at our Colleges.
